SUGGESTED ACTIVITIES TO DO AT HOME
Here are some helpful hints to encourage your child to talk to you about their day at nursery:

1. Did you do a puzzle?  Did you play with the sand or water today? 
2. Who did you play with today?  Can you remember any of their names?

3. What story did your teacher read?

4. Did you paint a picture?
Encourage your child to be independent by dressing and undressing themselves, putting on shoes, putting on their coat, going to the toilet and washing their hands to support what we will be encouraging them to do in nursery.

*The children will arrive on the nursery courtyard between 8:45a.m. - 9:00a.m. 
 They will be collected on the nursery courtyard at 11:00a.m.  Unless you have been instructed 

 by the nursery teacher to come at an earlier time. 
*Please ensure that your child brings a coat with a hood to school every day.

*Please write your child’s name on their coat and jumpers.
*Thank you to all the parents who have promptly provided a change of clothes, baby wipes, box of tissues and nursery fund of £2.00 for their child.  If you have not done so already, please do so as soon as possible.
*We would appreciate if you could always put your child’s weekly nursery fund money (£2.00) in an envelope labelled with your child’s name and the amount.  When dinners begin please put dinner money and nursery fund money together in an envelope with their name and both amounts.  Dinners are to be paid weekly, each Monday. Dinners cost £2.50 each day and the weekly amount for dinner is £12.50. 
As of Tuesday 29th September 2020 your child will attend from 9:00a.m. – 12:00p.m., if your child is settled.  
From Friday 2nd October –Friday 9th October the time will be extended to 12:30p.m., to introduce the dinner routine to all children who are settled.  
From Monday 12th October onwards all settled children will stay for the full nursery session which finishes at 1:15p.m.

All children are to be collected outside on the nursery courtyard at 1:15p.m.
The Nursery and Primary School will be closed on Monday 28th September for Staff Development.
Please try to bring your child to nursery every day.  Nursery offers your child a good early years foundation towards learning so this is a good time to establish positive routines and habits towards school.  If your child is sick or is unable to attend nursery, please phone the school secretary on 02871 280212 to let the nursery staff know the reason for their absence.
